
 

 

The Records of the Oregon Bird Records Committee 
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The Oregon Bird Records Committee (OBRC) was organized in 1978 to collect, review, and maintain 

records on rare birds found in Oregon. The OBRC became a Committee of the Oregon Birding Association 

(OBA) (formerly Oregon Field Ornithologists) in 1980. 

 

The Committee 

The OBRC consists of 9 members and up to 5 alternates from throughout Oregon. Members and alternates 

are elected by their peers. Members serve staggered 3-year terms and alternates serve 1-year terms. The 

OBRC votes on most records electronically or at an annual meeting. 

 

Record Numbering System 

The OBRC uses the taxonomy and nomenclature of the American Ornithologists’ Society’s 1998 Check-

List (as supplemented). 
 

Each record considered by the OBRC is assigned a unique record number. The first 4 digits represent the 

official four-letter banding code for the species, followed by 2 digits for the year in which the record was 

obtained; the last 2 digits indicate the consecutive number of the record for that species in the order in 

which it was received by the OBRC Secretary. 

 

Records Accepted by the OBRC are denoted with an A, followed by the consecutive number of accepted 

records for that species. Records Not Accepted are denoted by an N and the respective consecutive number. 

The current numbering system was adopted by the OBRC in July 2018 to replace the old system, which 

used the now-obsolete AOU number for each species instead of the banding code. Since many OBRC 

records are referred to by their old number in previous publications, the old number is listed in parentheses 

at the end of each record for reference purposes. 

 

Information for each record includes the location where the record was obtained, the date(s), the plumage, 

gender or age of the bird when appropriate, and abbreviations for persons submitting the record. Other 

remarks have been added as appropriate. A list of contributors is presented at the end. 

 

The Official Oregon State List now stands at 537 species.

While 

possibly correct the details were very brief and incomplete. (Old number: 531-13-

Eurasian Tree Sparrow Passer montanus 
ETSP-89-01 (N1) North Bend, Coos, Co., 1 adult bird from 17 July to 10 September 1989. Record 

not accepted because the origin is considered questionable. (Old number: 688.3-

ETSP-89-02 (N2) Astoria, Clatsop Co., 1 adult bird on 2 December 1989. Record not accepted

MISCELLANEOUS SPECIES 
 

Several species appear on the official checklist of Oregon birds, and the OBRC lists them on the Review 

List, but the OBRC has not reviewed these reports: 
California Condor Gymnogyps californianus. 
Gabrielson and Jewett (1940, Birds of Oregon, Oregon State College, Corvallis, pages 180-181) report that 

California Condors were first recorded in Oregon by Lewis and Clark, but that 

there were no reliable accounts after 1904. 
Sharp-tailed Grouse Tympanuchus phasianellus. 
Once widespread in eastern Oregon, Sharp-tailed Grouse has not been reliably reported since 1969. 

Gabrielson and Jewett (above, page 217), foretold its extirpation: “ . . . continual 

persecution and shooting, combined with human encroachment on its alternate 

grounds, have so reduced it in numbers that its future as an Oregon bird is
